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Background

Nynashamn is an eco-municipality, meaning that the municipality isa member of Sekom, the
Swedish Association of Eco-municipalities, founded in 1991. Sekom is a non-profit
organisation that promotes cooperation on issues of strategic importance for sustainable
development. The prefix eco stands for both economic development and ecol ogical balance.
There are currently 61 eco-municipalitiesin Sweden.

All efforts on sustainable development in the municipality of Nynashamn have been based on
thelocal Agenda 21, adocument providing guidelines for sustainable development. The
document was approved by the municipal council in 1997. In order to reach the goals stated in
the local Agenda 21, the municipal council has also approved an action plan for Agenda 21,
the latest revision concerns the years 2003 through 2005. The municipality’ s Agenda 21
coordinator belongs to the public administration of environment and infrastructure and isin
charge of coordinating local efforts for sustainable development. Thiswork is done in
cooperation with, among others, the Nature School of Nynashamn.

The Nature School of Nynashamn is a unit within the schools and pre-schools area in the Eco-
municipality of Nynashamn. Formally, the Nature School falls under the public administration
of child-care and education. The Nature School is also responsible for Agenda 21 activities
within this part of the public administration. For several years, the Nature school has
organised environmental weeks at schools in the Nyndshamn area. During spring 2003 the
idea was born to develop and enlarge this project. Environmental issues would be
supplemented with the public health, social aspects and economical points of view. The target
group would also be expanded to includeall residents of the local area

A coordinating group was created. This group consisted of the Agenda 21 coordinator, the
Nature School, the municipal ecologist and the public health planner. Together, this group
developed atheme week under the parole Sustainable Development, for Lasting Effects.

Purpose

The purpose of the theme week was to bring public attention to an important topic and
encourage discussions on how we, the residents of the Eco-municipality of Nynashamn, can
achieve sustainable development on both alocal and global level. With sustainable
development we mean “ development that meets the needs of the present without
compromising the ability of future generations to meet their own needs’ (The Brundtland
Report, 1987)

The United Nations has proclaimed 2005 through 2014 as a decade for learning about
sustainable development. During 2004, many organisations have begun to plan activities for
this period, among them the Swedish National Agency for School | mprovement which has
started up a nation wide network.

Quote on Sustainble Development

Method and Strategy

It took roughly half a year to develop the idea of a sustainable development week into a
conscious strategy. During this time the coordinating group built a common view on the
project and decided on purposes and goals for the week. The strategy emerged gradually
during this period.

The first step wasto build support for the project among decision makers within the municipal
administration. This was necessary in order to free up resources in form of working hours and
grants for the project. The second step was to disseminate information, primarily to politicians
within the public administration, municipal commissioners and Agenda 21 coordinatorsin
different organisations. The third step wasto invite all public administration, other
associations and companies with more than four employees in the local areato an open
discussion. The fourth and final step was to inform the public of the sustainable devel opment
week.

The idea of the open discussion meetings was to get valuable input on how to work with
sustainable development. The open discussions were also away to organise and mobilise a
greater number of participants for the week. During the planning stage it was decided that a
similar theme week isto be organised the upcoming two years. A reoccurring project will
hopefully be easier to promote since it is already known to the public. We also hope that
future project coordinators will benefit from learning from our successes and mistakes.

1. Gain support among decision makers.
2. Inform politiciansand Agenda 21 coordinators.
3. Open discussion meetingswith politicians, companies and other organisations.

Meetings

The Agenda 21 coordinator, the Nature School and the public health planner, have met
regularly during the past year. The initial meeting, where the idea of a sustainable
development week was presented, was held in April 2003. In June 2003 the coordinating
group, consisting of the Agenda 21 coordinator, the Nature School and public health planner,
started to produce suggestions for lecturers and activities. From September 2003, the
municipal ecologist also participated in regular meetings concerning the sustainable
development week. When the week was opened on October 27, 2004, atotal of 22 meetings
had taken place. During spring 2004, two open discussion meetings, with the purpose of
finding people and organisations who wanted to participate and contribute to the sustainable
development week, were held. In addition to these meetings, two other meetings with
managing directors, politicians and youth politicians in the respective public administrations
were held.

Open Discussions

The idea of the open discussion meetings during spring 2004 was to build a stronger
foundation for the week, both with regards to content and involvement. Since sustainable
development is a broad term that is to permeate the whole community, open discussions were
away to reach alarge group of interested parties. The open discussions were also away to
achieve a larger number of participants and thereby utilize existing competencies. Finally, it
was away to include those committed to sustainable development that did not belong to the
body of public administration from which coordinating group had sprung.

To the first open discussion on February 19, 2004, we invited companies with more than four
employees, associations, schools, public administration and political parties. The meeting was



held in the conference room Landsort at the Community Centre. The coordinating group
presented a mock-up week programme (Appendix 4) with fictive events to demonstrate their
idea of what activities could fit into a sustainable development week. The task given to those
assembled at the meeting was to fill the programme with real events. The participants were
placed in groups and discussed different ideas for activities which were then presented to the
other participants. The meeting was finalized with a request to the participants to inform their
colleagues, managers and boardsto gain support for the project.

The second open discussion meeting was held on April 1 in the harbour warehouse (an
exhibition hall on the wharf). The participants were divided into groups depending on interest
to continue discussions on how they could contribute with events, activities and week content.
The third open discussion, to be held on May 13, 2004, was cancelled since too few signed up
for the meeting. According to the agenda of the final meeting, the participants’ finished
activities were to be presented and incorporated into the week programme. The invitations to
the open discussions are displayed in Appendix 1, 2 and 3.

The Programme

A mock-up programme with example events (Appendix 4) was created and presented at the
first open discussion meeting. The purpose was to:
Create a garting point for discussion.
Give the participants an idea of what type of events and activities could be included in
a sustainable development week.
Signal to the participants that the planning process was already underway and that all
they needed to do was come up with exiting events.
Make clear the role of the coordinating group, i.e. as a coordinator with the task of
promotion and coordination of activities.

Municipal Youth Council

There were no representatives for themunicipality’ s young at the open discussions. However,
several of the participants worked with youth issues in some way. To engage young people in
a sustainable devel opment week should be a natural thing, but to get local youths interested in
cooperation proved to be anything but simple.

A natural way of contact was through student councils and through the newly started
municipal youth council. Early on it was decided that we wanted teenagers to participate in a
debate or questioning of the local politicians at the closing of the week. We met the members
of the municipal youth council a number of times and together we created a list of questions
and topics for debate (Appendix 5).

The municipal youth council had its first meeting in the fall of 2004. The purpose of the
municipal youth council isto increase young peopl€’ s possibilities of democratic influence
and involvement and to increase the quality of decisions that affect teenagers. Furthermore,
participants are to learn how to drive issues they find important, debate persuasively for their
point of view and gain knowledge of the inner workings of local democratic processes. The
youth council has a budget of 100.000 SEK per year and is a part of the public administration
of child-care and education.

The youth council has 45 regular members and 23 replacement members, all from schoolsin
Nynashamn’ smunicipality. Every spring elections are held at local schools. Each principal

area F-9 elects 5 members respectively and Nynashamn’s High School elects 20 members. A
standing committee, consisting of five members and the head of the public administration for



child-care and education, prepare issues to be discussed. The municipal youth council isto
have at |least two meetings per curricular year.

Promotion

A mock-up programme was presented at the first open discussion meeting. Participants were
encouraged to fill the programme with interesting and relevant topics. Thiswas the first step
in order to promote the week.

A short interview with the Agenda 21 coordinator was printed in the local paper,
Nynashamnsposten, during the spring.

We soon understood that there was a need for alogotype and a folder in order to promote the
week towards the general public. A first version was presented at the open discussion on April
1 and was adapted according to comments from the participants. The folder was printed and
distributed in May 2004 outside some local supermarkets (Appendix 6).

Contact was taken with the local paper in order to discuss if it was possible to have an article
series on sustainable development a short time before the sustainable development week. The
paper did not, however, catch on to the idea.

One article aweek was published in The Anchor, the public administration’s insert to
Nynashamnsposten.

A banderol (8m x 1,5m) with the logotype, the date and the caption “ Sustainable
Development Week” was put up by the main road into Nynashamn.

The mock-up programme was converted into areal programme which could be distributed in
A4 format, be posted in A3 format and be used as an ad in Nynashamnsposten. An A3 format
poster promoting one of the lectures specifically was also printed and posted a shops and
other places where a lot of people pass.

The programme and especially those lectures aimed at teachers were promoted through the

First Class system.

The Sustainable Development Week in a Broader Perspective

In Rio de Janeiro, Agenda 21 was accepted as a plan of action for sustainable development in
the 21% century. In 1997 the municipal council approved the local Agenda 21 for Nynéshamn.
In 2002, the Rio de Janeiro meeting was followed up in Johannesburg. At this conference the
conclusion was reached that local Agenda 21 efforts had been largely aimed towards
environmental issues, missing the social and economical aspects also covered by the term
sustainable development.

During 2004 and 2005, The Swedish National Agency for School I mprovement is running a
project concerned with learning on sustainable development. The project aims to spread
information, produce publications and develop the environmental school award.



At the conference Nordic Agenda in September 2004, it was decided by representatives from
Sweden, Norway, Finland and Denmark that Agenda 21 isto get afresh start in the Nordic
countries.

According to the government’ s budget bill for 2004, effort and money isto be put into a
national forum to support local Agenda 21 activities.

The United Nations has proclaimed the years 2005 through 2014 as a decade for learning on
sustainable development. The third of December 2004 a seminar was held in Stockholm as a
national start for the United Nations' decade of learning on sustainable development.

Programme for the Sustainable Development Week

The final programme, as printed in Nynashamnsposten, can be found in Appendix 8. Below
are afew pictures from activities during the week.

Experience and Future Development

As awhole, the sustainable development week has worked well, especially since a project
with such extensive cooperation between different parts of the public administration has never
been done before. We are satisfied with both the organisational and content aspects of the
project but believe that with the experience and knowledge gained from this week, future
projects could be even better.

In the initial planning phase of the project, it must be made clear what economic resources are
available since this decides the scope of the project. The project budget should ideally be
incorporated into the respective public administrations’ budgets already in the autumn
preceding the project. In the future, a sustainable development week could be organized bi-
annually which would make planning simpler and allow enough time and space for
documentation and review. Planning, implementation and documentation would ideally take
18 months and the last 6 months could be used to generate new ideasand find inspiration for
the upcoming project.

Contacts with associations and organizations involved in events should be made a year in
advance in order to establish cooperation and affect their planning.

Conference rooms, etc must be booked 12 to 6 months in advance and they must be chosen
with care. Choice of venue can be crucial to how many participants are attracted to an event.

Promotion is one of the most difficult tasks and simultaneously the single largest budget item.
To reach out with amessage isan art in it self. If advertising fails, alarge part of the budget is
wasted. The ad printed in two issues of Nynashamnsposten was aesthetically pleasing but not
eye-catching enough. There are several examples of people who haven’t seen it or thought
that it was and advertisement for something else. A part of the explanation is probably the
captions and the small pictures which didn’t draw sufficient attention. A more striking main
heading, larger sub-captions and a large picture might be the solution for coming years.

With the experience gained from this year, the contact with associations, public
administration and local businesseswill become easier. This year’ s programme and
documentation will provide some data on which potential participants can base their decision
to take part in the week or not.



The ambitious programme for the week has been received in different ways. Since there was a
wide range of activities, there were also events that coincided in time. There were some
events during the week attracting the same audience that, unfortunately, were scheduled at the
same time. In asmall municipality, the number of events can also grow too largein
comparison to the number of residents. One solution would be to separate the events over a
longer time period, for instance a month. For example, two events per week at Stormogarden,
of the type where three popular half hour lectures are combined with a buffet, could be held
for one month running. A spread out event would, on the other hand be more difficult to
promote.

Pictures from Events

Opening Night

The opening night offered a choir performance by
Barbords Halsar and an opening speech by municipal
commissioner Tore Akerbéck. Staffan Kvassman,
professor of environmental ethics and dean of Karlstad
Cathedral, held a lecture and a slideshow. There were a
number of exhibitions in the entrance hall. Osmo
parish, for instance, had adisplay on fair trade with
developing countries and also sold rare merchandise.

An Evening of Sustainability at Stormogarden
One of the most appreciated events was the evening at Stormogarden.
Three half hour lectures on food and the environment were combined with a buffet of
ecological foods. Guest lecturers were Kristine Borg (eco-auditor at KRAV) who spoke about
the eco-auditing organisation KRAV, Gun Svedman (public
health planner) who spoke on the SMART concept
(recommended intake of different foodsin combination with
the Swedish environmental goals) and Lennart Wedin (eco-
farmer, Svardsd Géard) who told us about the positive and
negative aspects of farming ecologically.

Lectureon Our Climate

The week ended with a lecture on " The Weather Today,
Tomorrow and in aHundred Years Time” by the renowned
TV meteorologist Martin Hedman who spoke on the
consequences of the greenhouse effect.




Final Debate

Four members of the municipal youth council, Roy Ah,
Johan Augustsson, Frida Akerstrom and Astrid
Pettersson, had prepared for the debate and after Martin
Hedberg’ s lecture they entered the stage together with
politiciansfromall political parties. Participating
politicianswere; 1lijaBatljan (S), Eva Dannstedt-
Branting (MP), Solveig Selling (KD), Roland Dehlin
(M), Dick Larsson (C), Sverre Launy (V), Kajsa
Persson (FP).
